A Message from Fr. Jim . . .

“You are the Christ, the Son of the living God”

A few years ago I had the great fortune to visit the region of Caesarea Philippi, which was highlighted in
this weekend’s Gospel, where St. Peter made his great profession of faith. It was not a mere coincidence
that Jesus chose this spot to declare that Peter was “Rock” and that upon this Rock He would build His
Church. The rock formations in this region are incredibly beautiful and majestic. The visual background
against Jesus’ declaration to St. Peter must have driven home to all who heard this how important it was for
Jesus to give to St. Peter’s the keys to the Kingdom and confirm that what was held bound here would be
held bound in heaven and that the gates of hell would not prevail against it. Peter was to be the strong,
faithful apostle that would not crumble under pressure and would remain loyal to Jesus until the end. As we
know this wasn’t quite the way it turned out. Peter was, at times, a weak man of faith. He did crumble
when he fled with the other Apostles when Jesus was arrested in the Garden of Gethsemane and then defi-

antly denied that he knew Jesus three times. Despite this Jesus chose Peter to be the head of His Church.
His life teaches us that perfection is not a requirement to be a follower of Jesus Christ. Perfection is not
what made Peter “the Rock”. It was his faith in Jesus, his love for Jesus and the realization that Jesus be-
lieved in him and loved him that made Peter “the Rock™.

In a way St. Peter’s story is our story too. We are like him in many ways. At times we are very strong in
our faith and at times we crumble under pressure. During those moments of life when we find ourselves a
bit weak in our faith we need to remember that it is not our perfection that makes us strong Christians but
our love for Jesus and our belief that He is indeed our Lord and Savior, the Son of God. We may not al-
ways understand why certain things happen in our lives or why we are asked to endure certain hardships but
the knowledge that the Lord loves us and believes in us should be the necessary ingredients to make us
rock!

SYNOD TOPIC: EVANGELIZATION: The
Faithful Discern Catholic Social Teaching

Human dignity has no levels; it does not depend
on age, nationality, ethnicity, etc. Catholic Social
Teaching sees human dignity as the non-
negotiable foundation of true human development
and society. We are called to protect, defend, and
foster the fundamental values of social life. Below
are the top two priorities in Catholic Social Teach-
ing voted on at the Synod. 1st Priority: 31% Mul-
tigenerational CST Formation Develop and im-
plement multigenerational formation on Catholic
Social Teaching that includes catechesis, advo-
cacy and service. 2nd Priority: 24% Coordi-
nated Response to Social Issues Provide a
strong, coordinated, Catholic response in relation
to social issues in our communities in the archdio-
cese. Other areas of formation such as technol-
ogy, parish support, marketing and training were
discussed and discerned, and will be taken into
consideration as Archbishop Listecki creates his
Synodal Declaration. For more information, go to
www.archmil.org/Synod2014.htm. The next key
mission area to be featured will be Marriage and
Family — the sixth of eight areas discerned at the
Synod. On September 14, Archbishop Listecki
will issue a Synodal Declaration, which will in-
clude the priorities set for the Archdiocese for the
next 10-15 years. The information from the Synod
will assist Archbishop Listecki in his discernment
process in creating this Declaration.
