Díaz, MAPS director, intercultural ministries, Archdiocese of Milwaukee says, “The growing diversity in the Church and society – a gift fashioned into the heart of humanity by the hand of God - calls all Catholics to truly understand different perspectives of relating to other people, of pray-ing, of being Church. In other words, we can-not take each other for granted.      “Diversity is integral to the Church’s iden-tity and mission. The presence of diverse cultural communities has far-reaching impli-cations for the organization of parishes and also for the preparation of pastoral leaders to enable them to provide the pastoral care that meets the needs of our diverse church, to call forth the gifts in each of these commu-nities, and to seek ways to bring the various cultural families in our parishes and the dio-cese into greater interaction with one an-other as members of the Body of Christ.”      Below are the top two priorities in the area of cultural diversity voted on at the Synod 
 First Priority: (22%) Bishops Involved in Social Justice  Demonstrate our archdiocese’s concern for issues impact-ing wide segments of our society through the strong and consistent leadership, involvement and visibility from the bishops in areas of social justice, especially on issues like poverty, immigration and gun violence. This would not 

only speak positively of the Church but would also offer hope and motivate the Catholic faithful towards greater involvement and advocacy.  
 Second Priority: (21%) Sharing Parish Process  Develop a comprehensive process to pair diverse/less di-verse parishes and guide them in building respectful and mutually beneficial “sharing parish” relation-ships with concrete opportunities for the on-going sharing of culture and religious tradi-tions, professional expertise, technology and financial resources. The process will include training and resources for cultural compe-tency to support parish leaders and parish-ioners.       Other areas of cultural diversity such as cultural vocations planning, evangelization and leadership training were discussed and discerned and will be taken into considera-tion as Archbishop Listecki creates his Syn-odal Declaration. The next key mission area to be featured will be Evangelization 
– the third of eight areas discerned at the Synod.  On September 
14, Archbishop Listecki will issue a Synodal Declaration, 
which will include the priorities set for the Archdiocese for the 
next 10-15 years.
