Life Teen is the Tri-Parish high-
school religious education program. Burlington, 
along with over 1600 parishes worldwide, participate 
in the Life Teen mission of leading teens closer to 
Christ.  We celebrate Mass on the first and 
third Sunday of each month at St. Charles (5:00 
p.m.) beginning September 18.   This is a community 
mass but it is run by the teens.  They also provide 
the music with a Praise and Worship team.  
After Mass, we have our Life Night.   
     The Life Night is always different and often in-
cludes games, a large group teaching, social time, 
and small group discussions.  Everyone is welcome 
at the Life Teen Mass, all high school aged teens are 
welcome to join the Life Night. 
     In addition to the Life Teen Mass and Life Nights, 
we have a weekly Bible Study on Wednesdays in 
the Life Teen office at St. Charles.  In the spring we 
attend the Wisconsin Catholic Youth Rally,  as well 
as attend conferences throughout the country.
