A Message from Fr. Jim . . . 
 

Exaltation of the Holy Cross 
 

It seems that a day doesn’t go by that I don’t hear about the many hardships, illnesses and difficulties that 
many folks are suffering.  As I listen to these stories my heart goes out to these folks.  Just looking at the 
Parishes Prayer Network you will see that there are many folks who are dealing with tragedies, job losses, 
family divisions, and so on.  Many people are hurting at this time.  I’m sure we’ve all felt at times it seems 
as though are lives are coming apart at the seams.  At times it may be hard to see the way ahead as all the 
plans we have made may be frustrated, our hopes may be demolished.  At times we don't know whom to 
turn to.   
 

Tomorrow (September 14) the Church celebrates the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross, a celebra-
tion to remind us that Jesus’ death on the cross was not a defeat but a triumph over death. We all have 
crosses to carry in life and this is difficult.  However, times of crisis can be times of opportunity, times of 
growth.  Sometimes the only way God can get at us is by breaking us - or allowing us to be broken.  To set 
us on the right way, God must sometimes block the way we are on - even if it is in itself a good way.   
 

We all want success.  Yet sometimes failure can teach us far more than success.  It is sometimes failures in 
our lives that open the wider the door to God.  What looks to us as the end of all of our hopes, may be the 
Lord's summons to a closer, even if more difficult, walk with Him.  God never closes a door in our lives 
without opening another.   
 

As we go through our days, with all of their twists and turns, their many small achievements and more 
numerous defeats, we who in baptism have become brothers and sisters of Jesus Christ can sharpen our 
spiritual vision.  Sometimes it’s at the seemingly lowest times in our lives that God speaks to us in a 
way we have never experienced before.  Remember, the Good Lord never closes a door in our lives 
without opening another one.  And, He never calls us to carry a cross without offering the strength and 
courage we need to carry it.
