A Message from Fr. Jim . . .  
 
This coming Saturday, November 1st, is the Feast of All Saints.  Although this is a Holy Day this year the 
obligation to attend has been lifted because the feast falls on a Saturday.  However, I would encourage 
you to make an effort to attend Mass to give thanks for the many women and men who are examples to 
each one of us of what it means to give one’s life in total service to God and the Church.  Holy Mass will 
be celebrated at St. Charles Church at 8:30 AM.   
 
Speaking of All Saints Day, this continues to be an historic time for the Roman Catholic Church in the 
number of people that are being set before us as “Blessed or Saint”.  The man we knew as “Pope Paul 
VI” in now officially known as “Blessed Paul VI”.  Last Sunday in Rome Pope Francis beatified this de-
vout man.  Beatification is the final step before canonization, which is the declaration of a person as a 
saint.  Many of us were fortunate to have witnessed Blessed Paul’s presence on this earth while he was 
alive.  He was the pope of my youth.  I will always remember him as the first pope I came to know about.  
It has traditionally been the case in the Church that people are not beatified or canonized until many 
years after their death, sometimes hundreds of years.  In the past few years, however, we have seen peo-
ple of our times (St. John XXIII, St. John Paul II, Blessed Teresa of Calcutta) lifted up in Christian wit-
ness and given the title “Blessed” or “Saint”.  We have seen first hand how a living saint acts and speaks.  
It is once again a great privilege for us to witness this event and to give thanks to Almighty God for the 
example of Blessed Paul VI!
